65.  Grounds Maintenance Contract

It was said that the grass cutting is of the Village Green and the Closed Churchyard and that this grass needs cutting every 3 weeks between March and October.  Also the edge of the church itself needs cutting twice a year.  The Clerk will try to get quotes on this basis. Also we need a tree specialist to inspect the trees – this is something that we could spend the District Councillor grant on.
